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A MESSAGE FROM OUR PRESIDENT

GCMS President's corner

| am happy to be the interim GCMS president for this year. Our president for this year Dr.
Ethiraj Raj was installed last November for 2024 but resigned due to medical illness. | am
grateful for his service as Treasurer for several years and service to the organization overall.
We will miss his steady and clear-minded contributions in our board meetings. We wish him
speedy recovery, and he has an open invitation to return to active participation in GCMS when
he is able.

This year has started off with uncertainties and opportunity. The medical societies, in general,
have continued to suffer from declining membership. GCMS has been an exception fo this and
has maintained membership. With an eye toward increasing engagement, we recently
conducted multicounty webinar on 3/19/2025, E-cigarette and Novel Tobacco Product Education
for the Health Care Provider. This was a well-attended event with over 50 participants and
providing 2 hours of AMA category 1 credit. The event highlighted the data regarding the safety
of vaping nicotine and other substances. The program highlighted the dangers of nicotine for
the developing brain, which is not mature until age 25, and the increased potential for nicotine
dependence with early use. It covered the initial development of popcorn lung (bronchiolitis
obliterans), which is considered to be likely from a chemical injury produced by heating and
aerosolization of vitamin E with THC liquids in vape pens. The program ended with smoking
and vaping cessation methods and aides.

On the state front, representative Matt Bierlein has put forth legislation (House Bill 4277) which
removes questions in the Michigan licensure process related to mental health conditions and
impairment. These types of questions are known to be a disincentive from seeking mental
health care by physicians. This issue was raised in 1 of our legislative sessions last year and
this bill appears to be a product of our discussion. This is proof that our engagement with our
local politicians can make a difference.
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On the federal level, Medicare reimbursement for physicians continues to be on a chopping
block. The Medicare physician fee reimbursement schedule has not been keeping up with the
inflationary pressures of maintaining a practice. CMS finalized at 2.83% across-the-board cut
the physician reimbursement in 11/2024 for 2025. However, there is some hope that this cut wil
be aborted during the reconciliation process.

As a society, we need to engage our fellow physicians and efficiently engage with any new
physicians coming into Genesee County. The price of disengagement is declining membership,
and declining influence in the practice of medicine. There are many reasons for engagement
including reducing burnout, putting guardrails on aspects of corporate medicine that may harm
patient care, and maintaining the quality of health care with the physician-led approach. |
welcome your participation and any suggestions which may help improve our engagement in
the physician community.

A MESSAGE FROM OUR EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

Genesee County Medical Society

A Pioneer in the State

In the summer of 2023, Dr. James Martin (cardicthoracic surgeon) approached GCMS and
requested more Town Hall meetings to focus on required CME for physician licensure for the
state of Michigan. This was a good suggestion; one GCMS should focus on.

As GCMS began organizing Dr. Martin’s request, an idea came to mind. This would be a good
way to unite all medical societies in the state. It was decided, GCMS would invite other county
medical societies in the state to join GCMS as the first multi-county meeting. Upeon
approaching other county medical societies, the idea was immediately accepted. This was the
beginning of the multi-county medical Societies meetings. This is an additional benefit to
membership, free required CME offered to members.

The first multi-county meeting was held in May 2024, the topic was mandatory CME for Pain
Management and Drug Addiction. A speaker was provided from Genesee County (Dr. Michael
Danic), Washtenaw County (Dr. John Hopper}, and Ingham County (Dr. Narasimha Gundamraj).
The first multi-county meeting was an overwhelming success, with almost 200 attendees.

Genesee County Medical Society gained new memberships from offering the webinar. The late
Dr Venkat Rao submitted a resolution to the Michigan State Medical Society to offer free
required CME to its membership. Attending the MSMS House of Delegates in 2023, Dr. Rao had
David Hoff testify in front of a reference committee explaining the GCMS experience offering
free required CME and obtaining new membership. The resolution written by Dr. Venkat Rao
passed at the 2023 MSMS House of Delegates meeting.

December 2024, the Michigan State Medical Society began offering free CME to all of its
members. The Genesee County Medical Society and Dr. Venkat Rao had a significant impact on
this additional benefit offered by the Michigan State Medical Society. The late Dr. Venkat Rao
was responsible for submitting the resolution to MSMS to obtain this additional membership
benefit.

Membership within the Genesee County Medical Society includes a membership to Michigan
State Medical Society. You must be a member of both, single memberships are not available.
Free required CME offered by MSMS can easily be a value worth more than the cost of
membership.

March 19, 2025 the Genesee County Medical Society hosted the second multi-county webinar
on E-Cigarette use. Although the attendance was not as high as the first webinar, it was a good
turnout of attendees.

Misdiagnoses of multiple sclerosis (MS) can occur due to its complex and variable symptoms, which often overlap
with other conditions. Studies suggest that 7% to 18% of MS diagnoses may be incorrect. Common conditions
mistaken for MS include fibromyalgia, migraines, and neuromyelitis optica spectrum disorder (NMOSD).

Misdiagnoses can lead to unnecessary treatments, including disease-modifying therapies, which may carry risks.
Advances in diagnostic tools, such as imaging biomarkers like the central vein sign, are helping improve accuracy.

What are the common symptoms of MS that cause misdiagnosis?

e Numbness and tingling: These sensations can mimic conditions like neuropathy or fiboromyalgia
e Fatigue: A nonspecific symptom that overlaps with many other disorders, such as chronic fatigue syndrome.

e Vision problems: Issues like blurry or double vision are also seen in conditions like neuromyelitis optica
spectrum disorder (NMOSD).

e Muscle weakness and spasms: These can resemble symptoms of stroke or spinal cord disorders.

e Cognitive difficulties: Memory and concentration problems may be mistaken for early signs of dementia or
depression.

Americans’ views of mental, physical health reach lowest point in
nearly 25 years, survey finds

MENTAL
HEALTH

(3/13, Timotija) reports a Gallup survey Thursday suggests
that “Americans’ views of their mental and physical health are at the lowest
point in nearly 25 years, a downturn that accelerated at the beginning of the
COVID-19 pandemic and has continued since.” According to the poll, about
three-quarters of Americans rated their mental health (at 75%) and physical
health (at 76%) as “excellent” or “good.” But the number of respondents
‘who described their mental health as ‘excellent’ shrunk to 31%. Regarding
physical health, those characterizing it as ‘excellent’ went down to 24%, Gal-
lup found.” The survey reached a low in 2022, “when the number of Ameri-
cans who said their mental health rating was ‘excellent’ dropped to 31%.
The lowest figure for physical health was in 2023 at 24%.”

Impaortant Update: MMR Vaccination Guidelines

We are desply saddened by the recent death of a child in Texas due to measles, a diseasa that
can be prevented through vaccination, This loss reminds us how important it is to protect gur
communities.

Texas is currently facing 2 measles outbreak with 146 confirmed cases as of February 28, This
situation is & stark reminder that measles is shll a sersous threat, even though it was thought b
be eliminated in the L5, in 2000.

Vaccines are our best defense against measles. The MMR vaccine, when given in twa doses at
the appropriate time, stops over 97% of measles infections. Dur community is vuinerable, with
an 81% MMR vaccination rate which is significantly lower than recommended rate for
community immunity. This makes it one of our most powerful tools to keep people healthy.

To help our healthcare teams respond to this situation, we are sharing an important update on
vaccination guldelines. This information will help us better serve and protect our community

during this challenging time.
MR Vaccination Guidelines

Presumed Immunity and Vaccination Recommendations:
e Adults born before 1957 are generally presumed to have immunity to meashes, mumgs,
and rubella.

Healthcare waorkers should receive ? dosas of MMR vaccine.

Certain medical conditions may require 2 doses of MMR as per CDC guidelines.
The minimum spacing 5 28 days.

Special Considerations:
e Adults vaccinated in the 19605 with an inactivated or unknown type of measles vaccine
should receive at least one dose of MMAL

Current Childhood Immunization Schedule:

+ One dose of the MMR vaccine is 93% protective against measles.

¢ There is currently no need to deviate from the current recommended childhood
irmmunization schedule.

Children can wait until age 4 for the second dose, especially given no evidence of
Transrmission in gur community.

# [One dose will also help protect against severe disease if infected.

Early Vaccination for Infants:
» There is no need to start vaccination earlier than age 1 given the current state of the

Measles is a highly contagious, acute viral illness that begins with fever, cough, runny nose, and
conjunctivitis lasting 2-4 days prior to rash onset. The rash typically occurs 3-5 days after
symptoms begin and appears first on the face and spreads down the body.

The fact that 5.9% of school-aged children in Genesee County have vaccination waivers,
coupled with 28% of eligible children being unvaccinated, puts us at risk of a measles outbreak.

Strongly recommend that eligible patients get vaccinated. If you don't offer vaccinations,
advise them to make an appointment with the Genesee County Health Department or, for
those over age 3, to visit their local pharmacy.

WHAT CLINICIANS NEED TO KNOW

eqgislation was signed in April 2022 through the support of the

MSMS-initiated and led Health Can't Wait, a coalition with more than

50 healthcare, clinician, and patient advocacy organizations. This
legislation puts more control back in the hands of clinicians and patients.

Fublic Act 60 of 2022 provides prior authorization (PA) reform with the goal of a quicker, more effective, and more
transparent process. It does not repeal PA,

Al provisions will Be fully in effect as of June 1, 2023, including major components such as electronic submis-
sion and faster timelines.

These reforms apply to health care insurers (and their contracted third-party vendors) and healthcare prefession-
als whose beneficiaries/patients have commercial insurance policies regulated by the
Michigan Department of Insurance and Financial Services, They do not impact Medicaid, Medicare,
Medicare Advantage, or self-funded plans.

Check insurers’ provider news, updates, portals, etc, to learn of any new processes related to anline submission,
appeals, ehgibility, and PA requirements related to the law's implementation.

Please review the key provisions below for additional details and requirements,

Electronic Submissions
Beginning June 1, 2023;

If a denial is appealed,
the denial cannct be affirmed unless it has been reviewed by a licensed physician who is board-certified or eligible
in the same specialty as the service provided, An exception is allowed if finding such an individual would delay a
decigion within the required timeframe. In this instance, a physician in a similar general specialty could be utilized,

PA requirements must be based on peer-reviewed clinical review criteria, The criteria must

«  Take into account the needs of atypical patient populations and diagnoses,

»  Reflect community standards of care,

«  Ensure guality of care and access to needed health care services,

*  Be evidence-based critena,
Be publicly available free of charge,

+  Be sufficiently flexible to allow deviations fram norms when justified on a case-by-case basis.
Be evaluated and updated, if necessary, at least annually,

Pa requirements, including amendments, must be publicly and conspicuously posted online within a specified time-
line. Insurers are also required to submit an annual report to the Michigan Department of Insurance and Financial
Services (DIFS) which must include aggregated trend data related to the insurer's PA practices and experience for
the prior plan year. DIFS shall post an annual report with aggregated data by October 1 of each year.

In cases of PA denials, the health care professional must be notified of the reasons for the denial and related ev-
idence-based criteria, their right to appeal, instructions on how to file the appeal, and any other documentation
necessary to support the appeal.

Insurers are required o adoptl a program that promotes the medification of certain PA requirements based on
health care professionals' adherence to nationally recognized evidence-based medical
guidelines and other guality guidelines,

Its nutrition education combines the SNAP-Ed Fork and the Road and
The Learning Kitchen interventions with the Cooking with Kids program, which demon-
strates to residents of all ages how to eat healthily on a budget, how to incorporate pro-
duce unique to Michigan into their diets, and how small changes in what they eat can
make huge differences in their health.

Likewise, Commit to Fit's physical activity education combines the SNAP-Ed Rec-
ConnectTM intervention with Tai Chi for Arthritis and Fall Prevention classes to intro-
duce residents to a wide variety of enjoyable physical activities for people of all levels of
ability and interest. Our health educators encourage participants to be active daily and
teach them that even the smallest amounts of consistent physical activity can improve
their level of wellness.

Mainstreaming Addiction Treatment Act/Medication Access and Training
Expansion Act and Corresponding State Modifications

June 21, 2023
To all controlled substance licensees:

Most practitioners are now aware that Congress has passed the Mainstreaming Addiction Treatment
(MAT) Act that removed the federal "DATA 2000° or “DATA-Waiver Program,” and the Medication
Access and Training Expansion (MATE) Act that established a one-fime training on substance use
dizorder for practitioners who prescribe controlled substances when they obtain or renew their Drug
Enforcement Administration (DEA) registration. In light of these changes, which are intended to educate
praciitioners and reduce barriers to obtaining medications for opioid use dizorder (OUD) by eliminating
burdens on providers who curmrently prescribe medications and new providers who wish to freat patients
with OUD, the Bureau of Professional Licensing (BPL) would like to convey the following comesponding
changes at the state level:

+* The new DEA cne-fime 8-hour training requirement is effective June 27, 2023, Effective on thiz
date, or the date on which the DEA requires the 8-hour training in the event the effective date is
delayed, and until further notice, a practiioner required to attend a one-time opicid and
controlled substances awareness fraining by the state’s Controlled Substances Rules, may use
the & hours of training that is accepted by the DEA for their controlled substances registration to
al=o meet the state’s required one-time training on opicids and other controlled substances
awarensss.

¢ In addition, R 338.3163 that limits prescribing, dispensing and adminiztering a controlled
substance to an individual with a substance use disorder will not be enforced by BPL until the
rule is either modified or rescinded. This rule limited the circumstances under which a
practitioner could treat an individual with substance use disorder, as well as the number of
individuals that could be treated. All other laws and rules, both federal and state, must still be
followed.
