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MSMS House of Delegates 2025

The Michigan State Medical Society (M3MS) hasted the 160% House of Delegates [HOD) May 3,
2025 at the Crown Plaza Hotel in Lansing.

The Michigan State Medical Society House of Delegates historically had been a two-day
meating. In 2024 changas were implemented by M5MS as a financial reduction, changing the
HOD to a one-day meeting, The new format for the HOD has six virtual reference committeas
an line a few weeks prior to the actual meeting. Al resolutions submitted by delegates
submitted for 2025 House of Delegates had to be received by MSKSE no later than March 1,
2025.

The Genesee County Medical Soclety was very invalved with the 2025 HOD. Four GCMS Board
members served on a virtual reference committee:

Reference Cornmittee A Medical Care Delivery, served by Dr. Mary Marshall

Reference Committae C Internal Affairs, Bylaws, and Rules, served by AMA Prasident-Elect Dr.
Bobby Mukkamala and Dr. Edward Christy

Reference Committee D Public Health, served by Dr. Rama Rao
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Ways and Means Committee, served by Dr. John Waters who gave a MSMS financial
presentation.

The 160" MSMS House of Delegates began promptly at 10am. Voting for the MSMS positions
was available until 2pm.

Dr. Philip Wise (Kent County) won President-Elect uncontested

Dr. Bryan Huffman (Kent County) won Speaker uncontested

Dr. Mildred Willy (Saginaw County) won Vice Speaker in a contested race.
The Reference Committees began a resoluﬁonlpresentatinn which lasted until 3pm.

Genesee County Medical Society and Michigan State Medical Society Past President, and
current President - Elect to the AMA, Dr. Bobby Mukkamala gave a very heartwarming
presentation.

Genesee County Medical Society Board Member and MSMS treasurer Dr. John Waters gave a
financial report update to the attendees. Dr. Waters communicated membership within M5MS
had a significant decline over the last year. Potential changers were discussed as possibilities to
improve membership and reduce costs for MSMS.

At all 6 virtual reference committees and at the HOD, M5SMS CEO Dr. Tom George discussed the
possibility of elimination of the annual House of Delegates. The HOD is an annual meeting
where physicians throughout the state of Michigan congregate and create professional
relationships and camaraderie. It would be a disadvantage to physicians to have the HOD
eliminated. The annual House of Delegates has been reduced down to a one-day meeting in
2024 (in the past HOD was a two-day meeting).

Dr. Tom George discussed at all six virtual Reference Committees and at the 2025 HOD the
possibility of State and County Medical Societies de-unifying. Currently, you must be a member
of both societies to be a member of MSMS or the County Medical Society. This would allow a
physician to join either the County or State Medical Society without requiring membership in
both organizations. This change could have a significant effect on both organizations. The
Genesee County Medical Society is not in favor of de-unifying County and State Medical

Societies to preserve both organizations long term.

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MSMS Opposes HB 4399 and
Defends Physician-Led Care

On April 30, 2025, the Michigan State Medical Society (MSMS) delivered powerful testimony
before the House Health Policy Committee in opposition to House Bill 4399 —legislation
that would permit nurse practitioners (NPs) to practice independently without physician
oversight. MSMS is grateful for the strong and articulate voices of physicians and others

who are advocating for patient safety and high standards of care.

HB 4399 would also allow nurse practitioners to prescribe controlled substances, order,
receive, and dispense complimentary starter doses of controlled substances without

delegation by a physician, and supervise any person engaged in a health occupation.
As discussion on HB 4399 continues, MSMS urges physicians to take action. Your voice is

critical in protecting patients and preserving the integrity of team-based, physician-led care.

More testimony is expected in the coming weeks. MSMS remains committed to advocating
for patient-centered, physician-led care and will continue to keep you informed as

developments unfold.

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The Silent Strain: Burnout Among Medical Office Staff

While the healthcare industry has rightfully turned its attention to physician burnout, a parallel crisis
continues to grow in silence: the burmout of medical office staff. &s an experienced medical practice
administrator, | have witnessed firsthand how relentless administrative burdens are grinding down the
very backbone of our practices—our front and back-office personnel.

Medical office staff are juggling increasingly complex responsibilities that go far beyond answering
phones or scheduling appointments. They are lasked with navigating an ever-growing labyrinth of
regulations, payer policies and audit threats that seem designed o impede rather than support patient
cara. Prior authorization mandates have bacome a daily time burden, often requiring staff to spand
hours on the phone or wading through payer portals to oblain approval for services that should be
straightforward

Delayed claim payments by insurance carriers only add to the stress, Front-end staff are consumed
varifying insurance eligibility and obtaining prior authorizations, while billing staff chase
reimbursements that are denied, delayed by medical records requests, or down-coded without
justification. Each denied or underpaid claim translates to additional hours of appeal work—often for
minimal financial retumn. On top of that, take-back audits loom constantly, creating an atmosphere of
distrust and uncertainty.

The burden doesn't stop with claims. The rise of in-office, physician-administered specialty
medications has compounded this issue, as insurers demand documentation and specialty pharmacy
coordination at a level that sometimes borders on the absurd. Patient infusions and other physician-
administered medications now come with a stack of prerequisites that can take hours to fulfill.

This constant administrative assault erodes morale and fuels turnover. We cannot afford to lose
experienced staff, yet the pipeline of willing replacements is shrinking.

Thankfully, the Genesee County Medical Society (GCMS) and the Michigan State Medical Society
(MEMS) are strong allies in these challenges. Their advocacy efforts on both the local and slate levels
are insfrumental in pushing back against unsustainable administrative mandates and insurance
roadblocks exacerbated by ever-dwindling insurance provider support. Monthly GCMS practice
manager meetings provide a vital forum for administrators to share experiences and challenges, raise
awareness of staff burnout and receive guidance on navigating new regulations and difficulties we all
face. They provide a lifeline to practices when we have no where to tum. These gatherings not only
offer practical support but also build a sense of community and shared purpase in the face of
mounting pressura

Burnout is not just a physician issue—it is an oparational crisis affecting the sustainability of madical
practices. |f wa continue to ignore the burnout of our medical office staff, we risk compromising the
very infrastructure that supports guality patient care.

Vaccines are our best defense against measles. The MMR vaccine, when given in twa doses at
the appropriate time, stops over 97% of measles infections. Dur community is vuinerable, with
an 81% MMR vaccination rate which is significantly lower than recommended rate for
community immunity. This makes it one of our most powerful tools to keep people healthy.

To help our healthcare teams respond to this situation, we are sharing an important update on
vaccination guldelines. This information will help us better serve and protect our community
during this challenging time.
MR Vaccination Guidelines

Presumed Immunity and Vaccination Recommendations:

e Adults born before 1957 are generally presumed to have immunity to meashes, mumgs,

and rubella.

» Healthcare workers should receive ? doses of MMR vaccine.

+ Certain medical conditions may require 2 doses of MMR as per CDC guidelines.

»  The minimum spacing = 28 days.

e Adults vaccinated in the 19605 with an inactivated or unknown type of measles vaccine
should receive at least one dose of MMAL

Measles is a highly contagious, acute viral illness that begins with fever, cough, runny nose, and
conjunctivitis lasting 2-4 days prior to rash onset. The rash typically occurs 3-5 days after
symptoms begin and appears first on the face and spreads down the body.

The fact that 5.9% of school-aged children in Genesee County have vaccination waivers,
coupled with 28% of eligible children being unvaccinated, puts us at risk of a measles outbreak.

Strongly recommend that eligible patients get vaccinated. If you don't offer vaccinations,
advise them to make an appointment with the Genesee County Health Department or, for
those over age 3, to visit their local pharmacy.

WHAT CLINICIANS NEED TO KNOW

eqgislation was signed in April 2022 through the support of the

MSMS-initiated and led Health Can't Wait, a coalition with more than

50 healthcare, clinician, and patient advocacy organizations. This
legislation puts more control back in the hands of clinicians and patients.

Fublic Act 60 of 2022 provides prior authorization (PA) reform with the goal of a quicker, more effective, and more
transparent process. It does not repeal PA,

Al provisions will Be fully in effect as of June 1, 2023, including major components such as electronic submis-
sion and faster timelines.

These reforms apply to health care insurers (and their contracted third-party vendors) and healthcare prefession-
als whose beneficiaries/patients have commercial insurance policies regulated by the
Michigan Department of Insurance and Financial Services, They do not impact Medicaid, Medicare,
Medicare Advantage, or self-funded plans.

Check insurers’ provider news, updates, portals, etc, to learn of any new processes related to anline submission,
appeals, ehgibility, and PA requirements related to the law's implementation.

Please review the key provisions below for additional details and requirements,

Electronic Submissions
Beginning June 1, 2023;

«  Insurers must provide an online methad through which practitioners can electronically submit PA requests for
any benefits requiring PA, including prescription drugs. Facsimiles do not count as an acceptable method,

be made by a licensed physician and by a physician or pharmacist for a pharmacy benefit. If a denial is appealed,
the denial cannct be affirmed unless it has been reviewed by a licensed physician who is board-certified or eligible
in the same specialty as the service provided, An exception is allowed if finding such an individual would delay a
decigion within the required timeframe. In this instance, a physician in a similar general specialty could be utilized,

PA requirements must be based on peer-reviewed clinical review criteria, The criteria must

«  Take into account the needs of atypical patient populations and diagnoses,

»  Reflect community standards of care,

«  Ensure guality of care and access to needed health care services,

*  Be evidence-based critena,
Be publicly available free of charge,

+  Be sufficiently flexible to allow deviations fram norms when justified on a case-by-case basis.
Be evaluated and updated, if necessary, at least annually,

Pa requirements, including amendments, must be publicly and conspicuously posted online within a specified time-
line. Insurers are also required to submit an annual report to the Michigan Department of Insurance and Financial
Services (DIFS) which must include aggregated trend data related to the insurer's PA practices and experience for
the prior plan year. DIFS shall post an annual report with aggregated data by October 1 of each year.

In cases of PA denials, the health care professional must be notified of the reasons for the denial and related ev-
idence-based criteria, their right to appeal, instructions on how to file the appeal, and any other documentation
necessary to support the appeal.

Insurers are required o adoptl a program that promotes the medification of certain PA requirements based on
health care professionals' adherence to nationally recognized evidence-based medical
guidelines and other guality guidelines,

Mainstreaming Addiction Treatment Act/Medication Access and Training
Expansion Act and Corresponding State Modifications

June 21, 2023
To all controlled substance licensees:

Most practitioners are now aware that Congress has passed the Mainstreaming Addiction Treatment
{MAT) Act that removed the federal "DATA 2000° or “DATA-Waiver Program,” and the Medication
Access and Training Expansion (MATE) Act that established a one-fime training on substance use
dizorder for practitioners who prescribe controlled substances when they obtain or renew their Drug
Enforcement Administration (DEA) registration. In light of these changes, which are intended to educate
practitioners and reduce barriers to obtaining medications for opioid use dizorder (OUD) by eliminating
burdens on providers who curmently prescribe medications and new providers who wish to freat patients
with OUD, the Bureau of Professional Licensing (BPL) would like to convey the following comesponding
changes at the state level:

*  The new DEA one-time 8-hour training requirement is effective June 27, 2023, Effective on thiz
date, or the date on which the DEA requires the 8-hour training in the event the effective date is
delayed, and until further notice, a practiioner required to attend a one-time opicid and
controlled substances awareness fraining by the state’s Controlled Substances Rules, may use
the & hours of training that is accepted by the DEA for their controlled substances registration to
al=o meet the state’s required one-time training on opicids and other controlled substances
awarensss.

*  |n addition, R 338.3163 that limits prescribing, dispensing and administering a controlled
substance to an individual with a substance use disorder will not be enforced by BPL until the
rule is either modified or rescinded. Thizs rule imited the circumstances under which a
practitioner could treat an individual with substance use disorder, as well as the number of
individuals that could be treated. All other laws and rules, both federal and state, must still be
followed.
